Internationally, reports came in from countries 
on six continents, including Australia, Canada, 
Brazil, Germany, Ghana, Ireland, Japan, 
Kenya, South Korea, Morocco, Nicaragua, 
Nigeria, Portugal, Romania, Singapore, South 
Africa, and Turkey.
